Scenario

In your capacity as a trainee web site developer, you have been asked to produce a web site for «Client» , a company based in «Address_2» with «Number_of_sites» sites and «Number_of_Employees» employees. It has an annual turnover of approximately £«Annual_turnover» but would like to increase this by means of a web site which will allow it to trade on-line. 

They are considering a number of different design companies around the country, all of whom have been given the same basic data to be used in the creation of an on-line order form for comparison purposes.

As nobody at the «Client» is familiar with the procedures involved in web page design, they are insistent that you communicate by e-mail through an intermediary «Intermediary_email» with regular updates as to your progress, draft designs, design questions etc.. using the term “WebDesign «Subject»” in the subject line of all your e-mails. Failure to do this may mean that spam filters used by the intermediary prevent your message ever being received.

You have the freedom to use your own creativity for the overall site design in terms of layout, colours, fonts, images  & construction methods (use of scripting languages, frames, style sheets etc..), but these must be agreed with the client (through the intermediary) to ascertain whether it meets the client’s needs.

Carry out the following tasks while taking great care to address module learning outcomes.

Tasks
Task 1

Agree with your client ( «Client» ) through their intermediary ( «Intermediary_email» ) the basic appearance of the site (colours, fonts, styling, images etc) by «Draft_Due_Date», and begin a work log (which is to be updated weekly) showing your progress, reflections, design changes etc and  from this date onwards.
Task 2
Create a web site with an on-line ordering facility suitable for «Client», taking into account the nature of the business, it’s turnover & number of employees.

Task 3
Upload the finished site to a suitable web server so that the linking of the pages & operation of the scripting language can be verified by the client (or their intermediary) from their base in «Address_2».
It may be necessary to consult with your lecturer ( «Lecturer» ) about the possibilities available to students at your institution
Task 4
Hand in a word-processed report of the standard expected in a professional business environment that outlines the planning, design, organisation and creation of a the web site for which explains the reasoning behind your choices (e.g. scripting languages, colours, hosting packages etc), and the security and copyright concerns you have addressed.

Task 5
Explain why you consider that «Client»’s expansion plans needs have now been met, what further developments may be needed and how these can be incorporated without extensive re-design.   
Task 6
Provide an evaluation of your work which includes how effective your original plans were in the final production,  how you have verified the operation of the on-line order form and why you chose etc…..
